ARCHIVES & LIBRARY Title: Holy Trinity (Russian) Monastery, Call No. 726 HOL/1996, published
in Jordanville, New York. This gift from Electra Sokaris is greatly appreciated.
Thank you, Electra. The photographs in color are beautiful. The following is
a brief history of the monastery. In 1928, with the blessing of Archbishop
Apollinary of North America, two Russian immigrants, Priest-monk
Panteleimon (Nizhnik) and Monk Jacob (Masheruk), made a $25 down-
payment on a 300-acre farm near Jordanville, New York, intending to
establish a Russian Orthodox monastery. To pay for the land, they both went
to work at Sikorsky’s plant for two years. In 1930, living in a two-room cabin,
both monks began clearing and working the land near Jordanville. John Kolos,
a former parish choir director, was among those who joined them in that
period, and helped build a house with a chapel inside. When Bishop Vitaly
(Maximenko), who had become bishop of North America in 1934, visited the
monastery, he asked the monks to accept him as one of the brethren.
